Dear Parents and Students, 
Welcome to the 2009-2010 school year!  Our students have settled into their class 
schedules and our extra-curricular activities are in full swing.  During the first week of 
school we celebrated by distributing FCAT rewards to over 1000 students who performed 
well on last year’s FCAT.  Each student who went up a Level, scored a Level 5 or made a 
year’s worth of learning gains received $20.00 for performance on the reading, math and 
science tests. The money comes from the Principal’s Discretionary Account, the PTSO and 
the students’ share of the FCAT bonus.   
 
 Within the next couple of weeks our students will take their first Benchmark Assessment.  
These assessments are extremely important because they help school staff identify any 
gaps in learning our students may have.  We then have the opportunity, through the daily 
Instructional Focus, to begin closing these gaps.  Our students are then able to perform at 
an optimum on any standardized test, including the FCAT.  As many of you already know, 
our ultimate goal is to have all our students achieve mastery of the Sunshine State 
Standards. 
 
Similarly, in the classroom, students should continue to make every effort to complete and 
turn in homework on time and to maintain good class attendance.  Teachers offer extra 
help on a regular basis to provide further support to any student who may need it.  Our 
Extended Day Program will begin later in the fall for students who need additional help to 
prepare for the FCAT. 
 
Please make plans to attend our Open House on Tuesday, September 8th from 5-7 PM.  
The format will remain the same as last year.  Parents are invited to come at anytime 
during the scheduled 5-7 PM time period to meet the teachers.  For our new 6th grade 
parents the Open House is a time to simply meet your child’s teachers and to put “a face to 
the name.”  It is not a time for conferencing or an extended conversation with the teachers.  
The teachers will have handouts regarding their classes and a sheet for parents to sign up 
for a conference if needed.  Finally, please also consider staying for the PTSO meeting in 
the cafeteria immediately following the Open House!

NURSES NOTES 
Welcome to new parents and students and welcome back to our returning families. A notice 
should have gone home to all our 6th graders regarding mandatory screenings. These 
include vision, hearing, BMI and scoliosis. I ask that if did not see the form please ask your 
child if they got one. If they don't have it please call me and let me know your child's name 
so I can get one to them. I only need the form back if there is a screening that you do not 
want done, if you want the screenings you need not do anything and can throw the form 
away. The screenings will automatically be done. Again this applies only to 6th graders.  
 
We will again need volunteers to do our screenings and this is a great way to get your 
hours. The first class to get certified in hearing is Sept. 29th then Oct. 6th. Re-certification 
class is Oct. 8th. Please let me know if you are interested as I need to register you for the 
class. Keep your eyes open for information regarding vision certification in the future.   
 
In middle and high school we do not do lice head checks. Please remind your child not to 
share any hair item as this is means of transmission. I would ask that you check your child 
especially if you have been out of the country, your child has been to camp, has done a lot 
of sleep overs or complains if an itchy scalp. A child with head lice can not stay in school 
and must be treated and have a note from a health care or lice treatment professional to 
return to school.  
 
As always the clinic needs morning volunteers from 7:35 to 9:00 am each morning. If this is 
of interest to you please contact me and I can explain what you would be doing. We always 
need drinks and snacks in the clinic. If you would like to donate items just bring in non 
refrigerated items like breakfast bars or crackers that do not contain nuts. All 100% juices 
or gator aide and water are acceptable for drinks. You can receive 1 hour for each $10.00 
dollar donation but you must bring in the receipt.   
 
Broward County has a clear policy about medication in school as was reviewed in the 
student code of conduct manual you received and signed. If your child needs medication 
during school hours whether prescription or over the counter, you must have a form signed 
by your child's doctor and yourself. If you have any questions or need this form please stop 
by and see me or call and I can send one home with your student. I am in the clinic daily 
from 9:00 am to 2:00 pm. The office number is 954-340-4107. It is my continued pleasure 
to take care of your children and I look forward to another excellent school year.

Dear Parent/Guardian: 
 
As you may know, flu can be easily spread from person to person. Therefore, we are taking 
steps to reduce the spread of flu. We want to keep the school open to students and 
functioning in a normal manner during this flu season. But, we need your help to do this.  
We are working closely with the Broward County Health Department (BCHD) to monitor flu 
conditions and make decisions about the best steps to take concerning schools. We will 
keep you updated with new information as it becomes available.  If the flu becomes more 
severe , we may take additional steps to prevent the spread such as: 
 
• conducting active fever and flu symptom screening of students and staff as they arrive at 
school  
 
• making changes to increase the space between people such as moving desks farther 
apart and postponing class trips, and 
 
• dismissing students from school for at least 7 days if they become sick. For now we are 
doing everything we can to keep our school functioning as usual. Here are a few things you 
can do to help. 
 
• Teach your children to wash their hands often with soap and water or an alcohol based 
hand rub. You can set a good example by doing this yourself. 
 
• Teach your children not to share personal items like drinks, food or unwashed 
utensils, and to cover their coughs and sneezes with tissues. Covering up their coughs or 
sneezes using the elbow, arm or sleeve instead of the hand when a tissue is unavailable. 
 
• Know the signs and symptoms of the flu . Symptoms of the flu include fever (100 
degrees Fahrenheit, 37.8 degrees Celsius or greater), cough, sore throat, a runny or stuffy 
nose, body aches, headache, and feeling very tired. Some people may also vomit or have 
diarrhea. 
 
• Keep sick children at home for at least 24 hours after they no longer have fever or do 
not have signs of fever, without using fever-reducing drugs. Keeping children with a fever at 
home will reduce the number of people who may get infected. 
 
• Do not send children to school if they are sick. Any children who are determined to be 
sick while at school will be sent home.

ACTION STEPS FOR SCHOOLS TO PREVENT THE FLU 
DURING THE 2009-2010 SCHOOL YEAR 

 
Prepare for the Flu  
 
• Review and revise existing pandemic plans and focus on protecting high-risk students, 
teachers, and staff. 
 
• Update student, teacher, and staff contact information as well as emergency contact lists. 
 
• Identify and establish points of contact with the local public health and education 
agencies. 
 
• Develop a plan to cover key staff positions, such as the school nurse, when staff stay 
home because they are sick. 
 
• Access communication tools (e.g., letters to parents, Web site postings) that can be used 
to send sick students home, dismiss students, and to remind parents and staff how long 
sick students and staff should remain at home) from Health Education Services web site 
 
• Help families and communities understand the important roles they can play in reducing 
the spread of flu in schools. 
 
Steps to Prevent the Flu  (To be followed at all times) 
 
• Educate and encourage students and staff to cover their mouth and nose with a tissue 
when they cough or sneeze. Also, provide them with easy access to tissues and running 
water and soap or alcohol-based hand cleaners. Remind them to cover coughs or sneezes 
using their elbow instead of their hand when a tissue is not available.  
 
• Remind teachers, staff, and students to practice good hand hygiene and provide the time 
and supplies for them to wash their hands as often as necessary. 
 
• Send sick students, teachers, and staff home and ad vise them and their families 
that sick people should stay at home until at least  24 hours after they no longer have 
a fever or signs of a fever (without the use of fev er-reducing medicine). 
 
• Clean surfaces and items that are more likely to have frequent hand contact such as 
desks, door knobs, keyboards, or pens, with cleaning agents that are usually used in these 
areas. 
 
• Move students, teachers, and staff to a separate room if they become sick at school until 
they can be sent home. Limit the number of staff who take care of the sick person and 
provide a surgical mask for the sick person to wear if they can tolerate it. 
 



 • Have Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) such as masks available and ensure the 
equipment is worn by staff caring for sick people at school. 
 
Steps to Take if Flu Conditions Become Severe  
 
• Extend the time sick students, teachers, or staff s tay home for at least 7 days, even 
if they feel better sooner. Those who are still sic k after 7 days should continue to 
stay home until at least 24 hours after symptoms ha ve gone away. 
 
• Allow high-risk students, teachers, and staff to stay home. These students, teachers, and 
staff should make this decision in consultation with their physician and/or health 
professional. 
 
• Conduct active fever and symptom screening of students, teachers, and staff upon arrival 
at school. Any sick students, teacher, or staff should be separated from others, offered a 
surgical mask, and sent home. 
 
• Find ways to increase social distances (the space between people) at school such as 
rotating teachers between classrooms while keeping the same group of students in one 
classroom, moving desks farther apart, or postponing class trips. 
 
• Consider how and when to dismiss students by working closely with your area director, 
Health Education Services, and local and state public health officials. If you decide to 
dismiss all students, notify CDC and your state health and education agency by reporting a 
school or school district dismissal at www.cdc.gov/FluSchoolDismissal.
